I love the start of a new school year; the freshness, positiveness and enthusiasm of the students and 

staff combined with the mixture of emotions from parentsé.some excited to get their children back to 

the routine of school (I saw those parents dancing), others some slightly apprehensive about sharing the 

responsibility of their childôs education with others and some just sad about the ensuing daily quietness 

at home.  

 

However, the excitement of the first day, first week, has quickly passed and experience says that the 

exemplary behaviour of students will change and we will have times when we, parents and school staff 

alike, will have to help students make choices about behaviour. 

 

All learning is a continual journey and both children and adults are continually learning and developing 

their Emotional Intelligence as well as academic learning. To truly assist our students to develop this 

social and emotional capacity understanding the beliefs that underpin the processes used in addressing 

inappropriate behaviour at the College is essential. So in brief termséwe believe, know and under-

standé 

 

1) Each child is unique; fearfully and wonderfully made with different abilities and needs and each 

deserving of the best holistic education that we, together in partnership with parents, can give them 

to prepare them to thrive as confident, capable, caring citizens in both the earthly and eternal 

worlds. 

2) All humans experience a range of emotions. All emotions felt by humans are valid. Jesus as the 

human Son of God felt and expressed a range of emotionségreat sadness, anger, compassion, 

love, joy and so on. 

3) All behaviour, both positive and negative, is demonstrated for reason. We laugh because we find 

something funny or maybe because we are nervous. We cry when we are sad, frustrated, angry, 

overjoyed, canôt do something or donôt understand something. At school we might distract others, 

call out or become the joker because we are finding the work difficult, we donôt want others to know 

we find the work difficult or we donôt know how to say we donôt understand the work. There is an 

infinite number of behaviours and possible reasons for the behaviour.  

4) All behaviour is a choice and everyone is responsible for their own behavioural choices. We cannot 

change another personôs behaviour.  

5) Because God loves and cares for us, we want to love and care for each child that is in our care. 

God calls us to love, teach, discipline and model the way to live. The definition of discipline is 

ñteachingò not punishment. There are however natural consequences, positive and negative, for 

behavioural choices.  

6) All children deserve to feel safe and have their specific needs met without humiliation. 

 

Therefore, when inappropriate behaviour is demonstrated at school we listen to the perceptions of the 

student and/or students involved to understand what they are having difficulty with and spend time help-

ing them to identify the reasons for their behaviour, taking students through a structured process of 

identifying the positive and negative behavioural choices and the resulting natural consequences of 

each. This process assists students to identify the skills and strategies they need to develop or the 

choices they need to make to best deal with the part of life that they are not managing at this stage. 

Often students need to be reminded of their choices and the natural consequences many times before 

they begin to make appropriate choices. Sometimes specific skills need to be taught and at other times 

the process shows us that we need to modify the learning pathway for the student. There is structure 

but it is not always a black and white step by step process. It depends on the behaviour and the underly-

ing reasons for it. Behavioural change can take considerable time. Unless another child has been hurt 

the natural consequences of a childôs behaviour is not advertised to others. 

 

When inappropriate behaviour involves conflict with another person we work through the choice process 

with all involved and then a restorative process with all parties teaching them a process to identify harm 

and resolve conflict.  

 

At Redeemer we call this Behaviour Education, teaching and building each childôs Social and Emotional 

capacity. We look forward to working with you and each of your children and thank you for trusting us to 

address (teaching not punishing) all inappropriate behaviour that we know about. I encourage you to 

work with us communicating any and all concerns directly.

What will make it a good year 

for you? I would imagine it includes good 

health for yourself and family. It would 

involve a good job to cover all your ex-

penses. It would involve getting enjoyment 

and satisfaction out of all that you do. 

So here we are at the beginning of 2017. 

There are differing views on how the world 

began. As a Christian College, we uphold 

the teaching that the world didnôt happen 

just by chance. The bible begins with, ñIn 

the beginning God created the heavens 

and the earthò (Genesis 1:1).

Families are reminded that by signing the Enrolment Form and 
the Parent Agreement, each family has agreed to pay their Col-
lege Fees by the due date; or by a date determined as a result 
of an interview with the Principal.  The receipt of College Fees 
on time is crucial in order for the Collegeôs finance department to 
have adequate cash flow to meet its own financial commitments. 
1) Fees are sent home during the first week of each term.  

New families, please be aware that the e-mails may go 
directly to the óJunkô file so if you do not receive an invoice, 
please look in your junk file before you contact the office for 
a copy. 

2) Please pay your fees on time using internet banking, EFT-
POS, credit card, cash or cheque.  Remember that you are 
able to access fee payments through Parent Lounge, ac-
cessed via the Collegeôs website.   Please contact the of-
fice if you need a password.

5) Families choosing to pay by regular installments week-
ly/fortnightly/monthly need to contact the College Office 
before Friday, 17 February 2017 to advise us of your 
decision.  Families are able to make regular installment 
by using the facilities available in their electronic bank-
ing program or they may request the College to set up 
the payments on their behalf through Pay Way. 

6) Families setting up regular payments are required to 
notify the College in writing stating the installment start 
date, installment finish date, installment periods 
(weekly, fortnightly) and amount. 

7) PayWay forms are available from Petrea Jensen in the 
Office.  This is an easy and convenient option for fami-
lies. 

8) Once families begin to pay by installments, it is ex-
pected that the regular payments will continue for the 
whole of the year, i.e. 1/1/17 to 31/12/17.  Stopping 
your regular payments mid-year will incur a $55 Admin-
istration Fee.
