Teaching and Learning News.......

Learning Intention and Success Criteria. What are these and why are they always
on the board?

In contemporary education, one of the more well accepted theories centred around
teaching and learning relates to the idea that clear learning goals are pivotal to student
success. These learning goals are set around what information or skill the student
needs to learn. Clear communication and understanding of these goals helps both the
student and teacher to track understanding and identify when to revisit a topic or move
forward into new content.

At Redeemer we call these goals, Leaming Intentions and Success Criteria. You will
see these words on whiteboards all around the College.

A Learning Intention explicitly explains to the students what knowledge or skill they will
be learning during the lesson, while a success criteria explains how the teacher and
student can judge their understanding of the knowledge or skill.

An example:

Learning Intention: Students will understand how Tasmanian Tigers became ex-
tinct

Success Criteria: Students can list three of the main factors that contributed to
the extinction of the Tasmanian Tiger.

At the completion of each lesson, using the success criteria, the teacher and students
can more easily judge which students can demonstrate the required skill or knowledge.
A teacher then can identify which students require additional support to understand a
concept or skill and which students are ready to move forward.

Learning Intentions and Success Criteria also assist teachers in delivering targeted in-
struction optimizing engagement and time on task. They are a win-win for students and
teachers.
